RESOLUTION NO. 2012-11
A RESOLUTION LEVYING AN AD VALOREM MILLAGE RATE FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2012/13 FOR THE OPERATION OF THE VARIOUS DEPARTMENTS AND FUNDS OF THE CITY OF BROOKSVILLE, FLORIDA, AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Manager of the City of Brooksville, Florida, has prepared budgets for the various Departments and Funds of said City; and,
WHEREAS, a millage rate of 6.6000 mills would be necessary to generate the projected revenue from ad valorem taxes; and

WHEREAS, Florida Statutes, Sections 129.03 and 200.065, require advertisement of public hearings on the proposed levy of said millage rate and adoption of the Budget Ordinance; and,

WHEREAS, said budget hearings and millage levy hearings have been advertised as required by law, and said hearings have been in  accordance with said advertisements; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Brooksville has approved the budgets, as prepared and submitted by the City Manager, and will, subsequent to the adoption of this Resolution, adopt said budgets by Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BROOKSVILLE, FLORIDA, as follows:

1.
That it has been determined, in accordance with the provisions and directions as particularly set forth in the Charter of said City, that the General Fund amount to be raised and to be required for the uses and purposes of operation of the City for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2012, is $6,526,093.
2.
That the aggregate sum of $2,491,915 of projected ad valorem revenue requires a levy of 6.5834 mills on each dollar of assessed valuation of real property located within the City limits according to the valuation that will appear on the assessment role for the year 2012 as equalized by the Equalization Board, and the above levy is hereby determined and declared to be the tax levy for the uses and purposes stated for the 2012/2013 fiscal year.


3.
The 2012/2013 millage rate of 6.600 mills is above the rolled back rate of 6.5834 mills by .2521%.  The rolled back rate is a calculation to adjust for the increase in assessed property values and new construction within the City in order to maintain the amount of property tax revenue of the previous year.

4.
That the City Manager is hereby authorized and directed to submit a certified copy of this Resolution to the Property Appraiser of Hernando County, Florida, immediately following its adoption.

5.
This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon the later of its adoption or 12:01 A.M., October 1, 2012.
