RESOLUTION NO. 2012-13
RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF BROOKSVILLE, FLORIDA SUPPORTING A REQUEST TO CLOSE JEFFERSON STREET AND BROAD STREET BETWEEN MAIN STREET AND BELL AVENUE IN DOWNTOWN BROOKSVILLE ON DECEMBER 8, 2012; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, CONFLICTS AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City wishes to promote businesses in and to draw visitors to the downtown area; and,

WHEREAS, the City wishes to support the 38th Annual Brooksville Christmas Parade that brings visitors to the City and to the downtown area; and,
WHEREAS, pursuant to the City of Brooksville Code of Ordinances, Section 74-1(b) and Section 74-165(a), the City Council may close streets for a parade; and,

WHEREAS, the Brooksville Kiwanis Club, the sponsoring organization for the parade, has been approved for a right-of-way closure and use permit and has provided liability insurance in an amount appropriate for the parade.   

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BROOKSVILLE, FLORIDA, that:

SECTION 1.
STREET CLOSURES. The City Council recognizes the closure of the following Brooksville roadway segments to street traffic is necessary for public safety during the Brooksville Christmas Parade; and the City Council authorizes the following closures for the date of the parade:



Jefferson Street, from Bell Avenue to Main Street




Main Street, from Jefferson Street to Broad Street




Broad Street, from Main Street to Bell Avenue




Bell Avenue, from Broad Street to Jefferson Street


SECTION 2.
CONFLICT.
Any prior resolution or policy of the City inconsistent with the provisions of this resolution are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.


SECTION 3.
SEVERABILITY.  If any provision of this resolution or the application thereof is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions or applications, and to this end, the provisions of this resolution are hereby declared severable.


SECTION 4.
EFFECTIVE DATE. This resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption by the City Council.
